Whole Body Listening- Definition:  Whole body (eyes, ears, mouth, hands, feet, body, & brain) needs to be focused on others in order to show you are listening.                                       All teachers received a colorful poster about this concept.  We have heard positive remarks from teachers and students about how effective the poster is with increasing listening skills in the classroom!











Words to Remember –*Not all problems should get the same emotional reaction.        Little Problem- Little problems are called ‘glitches’ and can be worked out if you stay flexible.                                 Big Problem- Big problems call for stronger emotions and help from an adult.                       Flexible Thinking- This is needed to interpret verbal and nonverbal information based on different points of view or different contexts.
